Contextual Factors/ Learner Characteristics:

A.  The Lesson 
 

· Introduction 

· Introduce myself and why I am in their classroom to teach a science lesson.
· I will hide a rock in my hands and ask the students what could be in my hand that is older than them or even older then the school building? The students then will guess what is in my hand. 
· The students then will make their own KWL Chart on rocks. Only filling out the K and W. “K”-What they know about rocks, “W”- What they would like to know.
· After the chart is made the book: IF You Find a Rock will be read out loud to the class. 
 

· Content Delivery 
· Observation and questions about the book will be discussed. “What are some of the uses for the special rocks in the book?” Types of rocks in the book should be then discussed and what makes that rock important. 
· The students will then write down some of the rocks they found in the book and the properties and characteristics of each individual rock. 
· I will walk around the room to help any students that have questions.
    

· Closure (include time allotment)  
· Students will finish the L on their KWL chart.
· Group discussion of what each individual has learned will be discussed and a small smart board activity will be at the end for a quick review.
